Nora Fesco-Ballerine, from the North Central Illinois Council of Governments said the purpose of the meeting is to discuss the grant application for the city of LaSalle to file on behalf of the Kaskaskia Foundation to the Illinois Department of Commerce and Economic Opportunity Community Development Assistance Program.  The portion of the program being applied for is called the Flexibility Fund Component.  The grant application will be for $1,000,000.00 to assist with the renovation and rehabilitation of the historic Kaskaskia Hotel. The City will act as the applicant and grantee on behalf of the Community Development Project.  The grant will be administered by the NCICG and they will file the grant application on behalf of the City.  The City will enter into a Grant Agreement with the State and the Company will enter into a Participation Agreement with the City.  The City would draw funds to pay bills as they become due.  The city will not have a financial commitment from the grant application.  The Kaskaskia Foundation LLP will assume all fees connected with the grant application, and the Kaskaskia Foundation is in the process of securing their financing and they are very confident that the project will be successful.
Ms. Ballerine said that current capital development plans of the City include water/sewer extensions to the new waste water treatment plant, the treatment plant construction, road rehabilitation, wastewater treatment plant flood protection project.  Upcoming projects include potential new well construction and many phases of the sanitary sewer/storm sewer separation project.  These projects show that the city has a lot of need for limited funds and the financial assistance is definitely in order.

There was discussion regarding a proposed Tree Replacement Agreement with AmerenIP.  Ameren would replace trees removed during the clearing of the transmission easement area.  The trees would replaced at a ratio of 3 to 1 for trees that were 6” and larger in diameter.  The trees will be supplied by Ameren and the City would be responsible for the installation of the trees.  The City will supply to Ameren a list of the species wanted.  There is not a limited time period for getting the trees and it’s possible some trees can be put into the Rotary Park land.  Alderman Bacidore suggested that the City go back to Ameren to see if they would also assume the cost to plant the trees.  
Moved by Alderman Lavieri and seconded by Alderman Herndon that Gary Gearhart is allowed to address the council regarding the tree planting project.  Voice vote all ayes; motion carried.  
Mr. Gearhart said maybe the Rotary Park Committee would like to become involved with planting the trees on park property, if Ameren would not do the planting.

Superintendent McNeilly will go back to Ameren to see if they would agree to assume the cost to plant the trees.  
Moved by Alderman Demes and seconded by Alderman Bacidore that a request for a slow/children playing sign on Roosevelt Road between St. Vincent and Tonti Street, specifically near 855 Roosevelt Road, is referred to the Streets, Alleys and Traffic committee for a recommendation.  Voice vote all ayes; motion carried.  
Alderman Schroeder discussed the parking area on the east side of Rt. 351 south of Roosevelt area, where several parking spaces were eliminated and marked with diagonal white lines.  There currently is not a sign there to indicate that the area is designated as no parking.  He requested that a no parking sign be placed there.

Mayor Grove also had a request for a stop sign at the corner of 6th and Marquette.

Moved by Alderman Demes and seconded by Alderman Bacidore, that a request for a stop sign at 6th & Marquette Streets (for north/south traffic on Marquette Street. Superintendent McNeilly thanked all city personnel who helped with the recent large water main break, specifically the Street, Water, Pump Station and Building & Grounds Departments, as well as Mayor Grove and Alderman Lavieri and his daughter Sarah who provided food.
Mayor Grove announced that the Farmers Market will be held every Tuesday from 3 to 6 PM and will be located in Hegeler Park. 
Construction on the Bucklin Avenue road project from 11th to O’Connor should begin at the end of July.  Leonard Trovero was awarded the project.  

Mayor Grove announced that the closing on the Rotary Park property is scheduled for this coming Wednesday or Thursday.  A Ribbon Cutting Ceremony will tentatively be held Saturday morning June 19th near the Rotary Park sign on the Troy Grove Road.  
Gary Gearhart thanked all city personnel and the city council members for their help making the Rotary Park Project possible, and he invited City Officials, Rotary Club Service Organization members, Illinois Cement Company officials and Park Committee Members to attend the Ribbon Cutting Ceremony.

Superintendent McNeilly reported that minor damage was done at the road to the well field.  He thanked Dave Stacker for his work getting it repaired. 
Mayor Grove thanked Fire Chief Andy Bacidore and Police Chief Rob Uranich for their help at the Fishing Rodeo at Lock 14 over the weekend.  

A tour of the ABC facility will be held Wednesday at 1:30 P.M.  All aldermen are invited to attend.
Mayor Grove said Celebrate LaSalle went well over the three day event June 4, 5 and 6th.  The event had to be closed early because of hazardous weather conditions but in spite of the rain, the event was still successful.  The committee paid the city back the $5,000.00 seed money and still had a profit.  The Mayor thanked the Public Works Department, and the Fire Department and Police Department for their work.  He said he received many good comments on the celebration.
