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“The Beatles, Band of the Sixties” at the LaSalle Public Library.
 
On Tuesday, November 29th, at 6:00 p.m. the LaSalle Public Library will host Aaron Krerowicz as he presents his unique and insightful program, “The Beatles: Band of the Sixties.” In this unusual 60-minute multimedia presentation, scholar, Aaron Krerowicz will weave history and musical analysis in a fascinating account of the revolutionary work of the Fab Four. Spanning the full decade of the 1960’s, this presentation begins with the band’s seminal visits to Hamburg, extends through Beatlemania, and concludes with Abbey Road. History and analysis will be further enriched with both excerpts from band member interviews and audio clips of the music.

Despite being born 15 years after the band broke up, Aaron Krerowicz is the United States of America's only full-time professional Beatles scholar. He won a research grant to study the band, through the University of Hartford in 2011, and since has presented his findings to audiences at more than 150 libraries, universities, continuing education programs, and community centers, throughout the US and England. Aaron's first Beatles book, The Beatles & The Avant-Garde, was published in late 2014; his second, The Beatles: Band of the Sixties, was released as a Kindle e-book in April 2015; and the third, From The Shadow of JFK: The Rise of Beatlemania in America, was released in June 2015.
