Attorney McPhedran said the property is a portion of the unimproved section of Malcolm Avenue between Edwards Avenue on the North and Baker Avenue on the South.  Most of the property abutting to the north is owned by Harold Witek and a section of the property abutting at the south is owned by Michael P. and Debra S. Loebach jointly, and each of them would acquire the property abutting what they currently own.  The vacation would be subject to the retention and reservation by the City of a permanent right and easement regarding access to and maintenance construction and use of the City and other utilities underlying said premises.  The respective proportionate share of the costs of the vacation including the costs of publication, legal and related expenses would be paid to the City by Mr. Witek and Mr. & Mrs. Loebach.  One person from the public asked for clarification of where the property was located.  No other comments or questions were forthcoming.

Economic Development Director Don Aleksy introduced Mr. Kuryliw, Network and Technology Architect from Northern Illinois University, who will give a PowerPoint presentation.  Mr. Kuryliw said that various organizations in Northern Illinois have worked together to expand fiber optic connections toward Chicago and have extended as far south as Earlville.  They would like to extend the connections through LaSalle County and eventually through the State of Illinois.  A Grant has been submitted for this expansion and there is a 30% match..  The costs to various cities have been as high as $20,000 and as low as $2,000.00.  In kind contributions have also been received.  If the grant for extension to LaSalle County is received it would be administered through LaSalle County.  Easements would need to be obtained before the lines can be placed and city and county support would be needed with the easements.
