Moved by Alderman Green, seconded by Alderman Fulmer that the minutes of the last regular meeting of January 10, 2000 be approved, with the addition that the reason the portion of the Executive Session at the January 10th meeting related to Garbage Service and Related Matters was closed, was the probable potential for litigation. Also that under Approval of Bills, it be added that the Alderman who moved that the bills be paid was Alderman Green, and that Alderman Foley seconded the motion. Moved by Alderman Fulmer, seconded by Alderman Valle that the L-P Athletics’ Booster Club be granted a Raffle License for 2000.  Motion carried.

Moved by Alderman Green, seconded by Alderman Foley that Lincoln Junior High Booster Club be allowed to hold Tag Days on Saturday, April 29, and Sunday, April 30, 2000.  Motion carried. 

Moved by Alderman Green, seconded by Alderman Foley that Grace United Methodist Church Youth Group be given permission to conduct a food drive to benefit the Illinois Valley Food Pantry on Saturday, February 27, 2000 from 10:00 A.M. until 4:00 P.M.  Motion carried. 

Moved by Alderman Valle, seconded by Alderman Fulmer that the LaSalle Elementary Music Boosters be given permission to have Tag Days on Saturday May 6 and Sunday, May 7, 2000.  Motion carried.

Moved by Alderman Green, seconded by Alderman Foley that the LaSalle Boys Baseball League are allowed to have their Annual Tag Days on June 2 and June 3, 2000 for the boys 7 to 9 years old, and on June 23 and June 24, 2000 for the boys 10 to 12 years old  Motion carried. 

COMMUNICATIONS:

Moved by Alderman Green, seconded by Alderman Foley that the communication from the Illinois Department of Transportation reporting Motor Fuel Tax for December 1999 of $25,455.99 be accepted and placed on file.  Motion carried. 

REPORTS OF CITY OFFICERS:

Moved by Alderman Green, seconded by Alderman Foley that the Treasurers’ Report for December 1999 listing cash balances in the LaSalle National Bank of $732,884.66 and in the LaSalle State Bank of $513,909.42 be accepted and placed on file.  Motion carried. 

STANDING COMMITTEES:

Mayor Washkowiak thanked various people for their work during the recent snowstorm.  The Street Department did an excellent job removing snow, especially in the down town area.  The Water Department did a good job doing the unpleasant task of repairing water main breaks in cold weather.  He also thanked members of the Fire Department and other city workers for their help in moving the American La France Antique Fire truck into the city garage and preparing the building for displaying the truck.  He also thanked Alderman Weiden for his help in heading up the project.

NEW BUSINESS:

Alderman Schroeder spoke about the Master Plan for the Park System that was developed by the Park Board. He thanked the Park Board and specifically, Ruth Spayer, Director, for all of their work in developing the Plan.  The Plan is available for review by the public in the Park & Recreation Office. 

City Engineer Broviak mentioned that the Illinois Commerce Commission has requested a list of projects that are being considered by cities which will be added to their 5 year plan for improvements, and she said that she is listing the railroad crossing on 1st Street near the 101 Club.  The ICC indicated that some of these projects might be able to receive some grant money.
